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Standard 3: Modifying Instruction for individual Needs
The teacher acknowledges and understands the different needs some students have, and makes the possible to meet those needs by modifying instructions, activities and assessments; creating opportunities for these students to succeed.

Overview of student’s 504 accommodations:
1. Student needs to be seated in a place with a minimum of auditory and visual distractions.

2. Teacher must be always facing him while speaking to this student.

3. Student must be pair with normal hearing students.

4. Student has access to FM and loop system in the classroom.

5. Teachers need to check for audibility and understanding.

6. Written and oral directions and assignments.

At the meeting about students with 504’s and ELL students, I learned about all this incredible decisions teachers have to make adequate instruction to students needs. At this meeting were the different teachers those students have, counselor and advisor. Most of the meeting was lead by the counselor who asked questions about students’ behaviors in class, and how students were doing in classes. All this information was share in a relax atmosphere, in which teachers and advisor and counselor share their opinions and observations about the students. This meeting lasted about 45 minutes to an hour. 

After they shared information about the students’ evolution in classes and their concerns on students’ performance; teachers, advisor and counselor started developing new goals and strategies to help these students. During this meeting, everyone talked about what they could do to help students. This whole process was eye-opening, teachers have to make such hard decisions like which kids can be helped, and which kids have been helped but there is not change on them, and which haven’t been help but need to. Getting to know about what happens outside the classroom provided me a new perspective about the job of a teacher.

Special education offers ways to help students learn despite their disabilities or disadvantages. It does not try to protect students but gave them the chance to succeed by their own means. This provides new perspectives for teachers to adapt instruction and meet students’ needs. As a teacher, I want to do that, find ways to help students learn about math without feeling as frustrated with it as they do. Standard three is a reminder about the purpose of teaching. Since the beginning, when parents past their knowledge to their children, each generation adapted the way they learn, and share such knowledge to their needs and the needs of future generations. As we learned more about how the mind works, it becomes necessary for us to expand the ways we teach and adequate that teaching to meet students needs.
